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FEATURES OF DEVELOPMENTOF MORAL VOCABULARY

PRESCHOOLERS
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Current objective development and education of children of preschool age

defined by the State standard — Basic component of pre-school education in
Ukraine. Becoming of personality in the preschool child depends on various
factors, among which a prominent place is an environment that promotes
socialization. Contents educational line “A child in society” as a result determines
of developing children’s social skills adopted (moral) behaviour, ability to navigate
the world of human relationships, a willingness to empathize, empathize with
others. This is possible if the active child’s communication with adults (parents
and teachers) as bearers of moral norms and rules, learning directly displayed on
language development.

Moral vocabulary learning in early childhood is associated with mastering a
variety of language functions: emotive, which is the expression of feelings and
emotions, expressive, which promotes self-expression; voluntative, which

manifested strong-willed efforts. Because children acquire language moral terms,



they have a moral emotions and feelings that influence the formation of personality
characteristics that appear in relations with others.

Development of vocabulary helps the child understand and accept
everything that happens around her and also forms the ethical (moral) ideas. The
specificity of the moral education of preschool children due to age-related
characteristics and provides meaningful impact by adults with the active
communicative language activities: solving and discussion of case teaching tasks,
converse-thinking, minute communication (dialogue), playing exercises, reading
works of fiction, performance of theatrical sketches and more.

Thus, at the stage of pre-school child in the vocabulary is the development
of emotional and conceptual areas of perception senses (including moral) and
laying the foundations of moral behavior (through assimilation of norms and rules
of behavior) in relationship with others. Accordingly, language development and
the level of moral upbringing in the preschool years are characterized by mutual

influence and interdependence.
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
